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Some notable work and recent results in the Leith Links area

* Leith Communit Policingh'_l'eam (CPT) along with the North East Support team (NEST) have continued
Operation NESTGuard which focuses on the Friday and Saturday nighttime economy in Leith. A recent
weekend saw 12 licenced premises checked and 5 vehicles seized including 1 e-scooter.

* While conducting plain clothes patrols, CPT officers identified a female matching the description of a
person of interest regarding a spate of distraction thefts and robberies. The female was stopped, and
searched for stolen property and £6930 was found secreted within her skirt. She was arrested on
suspicion of theft and the team assisted Officers from the Edinburgh Violence Reduction Unit with urgent
enquiries to the spate of thefts. Further enquiries ongoing in relation to the cash and other incidents.

» During further plain clothes patrols on Leith walk, Officers witnessed a drug deal carried out by a male.
This resulted in a foot chase where he was quickly caught and attempted to swallow the drugs in his
possession. Due to the officer’s quick apprehension, they were able to retrieve the drugs to the combined
amount of £360. £760 worth of cash seized also. Accused interviewed and charged with being concerned

in the supply of controlled drugs and obstructing a search.

« This month, Community officers have been at Star of the Sea RC Primary School and Leith Primary
Schooléglvmg talks on hate crime, cgberbullymg and keeping safe online. The children engaged really
well and showed a good understanding of some serious topics.

« Community officers also held a bike marking event at Hermitage Park Primary School.

« Leith retail crime patrols have continued in March. This has resulted in a further 5 arrests and 17 charges.
Checks were also carried out at premises known or suspected to sell stolen goods. Further days of action
are planned for April and work ongoing with the divisional retail crime team and Licencing partners.

« Each week, Leith Community Policing officers work with
Sports Scotland at “Friday Night Lights” youth initiative, to
support reducing anti-social behaviour in the Leith area
through a programme of activities and sports aimed at
young people aged 9-12 years that were deemed ‘at risk’ of
committing crime and/or antisocial behaviour.

* The initiative runs on Friday evenings, between 6pm and
10pm, which is a time traditionally associated with such
antisocial behaviour.

« This initiative is run in conjunction with various
community groups across Leith including YMCA Edinburgh,
Leith Academy, Hibernian Community Foundation, Pilmeny
Development Project and Lochend Football Academy.

« Participants have reacted positively to the initiative, and
there has been a marked decrease in youth-related
antisocial behaviour since the project’s inception.
